1. The London 2012 Olympic Section Policy (hereinafter referred to as the “London

Selection Policy”) outlines guidelines, criteria, and eligibility conditions relevant to

The selection of athletes to be members of the Irish Triathlon Team to compete in the London 2012 Olympics

2. The London Selection Policy applies to the London Olympics only. Previous selection policies will have no bearing on the London Selection Policy and cannot be used as a basis upon which

An appeal or other complaint can be made in relation to athlete selection for 2012.  The implementation of the London Selection Policy will be the responsibility of the London 2012 Selection Panel (hereinafter referred to as the “Selection Panel”).  The Selection Panel will be chosen by the Board of Triathlon Ireland in 2011 and will consist of the Triathlon Ireland Chief Executive, members of the Triathlon Ireland Board, and such persons as the Triathlon Ireland Board considers appropriate from time to time to assist the Selection Panel.

3. The London Selection Policy may be amended at any time by the Selection Panel if the Selection Panel is of the opinion that such an amendment is necessary to give effect to the London Selection Policy following discovery of a drafting error or oversight or for any other reason determined to be in the best interests of the selection of athletes. Neither the Selection Panel nor Triathlon Ireland will be responsible or liable in any way as a consequence arising from the introduction of any such amendment or amendments; and such amendments will be considered

Final and binding on all athletes.

Eligibility to represent Ireland
In order to apply for consideration for the Olympic Triathlon team in London in 2012 an applicant must be either:

1. Born in the Island of Ireland; or 

2. Eligible for an Irish passport and in the process of applying for their passport on the day of their application for registration. March 1st 2011.
If an applicant has represented another country in Triathlon competition at any stage that applicant must include with their application written confirmation that their transfer has been approved by the International Triathlon Union with their registration application.  All applicants must be members of Triathlon Ireland and hold a current racing license.

Registration Period

Athletes who wish to be considered to represent Team Ireland in the 2012 Olympics must register with Triathlon Ireland by completing the Registration Form which is appended to these rules and must satisfy all of the application requirements as set out above and detailed in the application form.

The registration date for all athletes will be the 1st March 2011...  All original registration applications, with the appropriate original supporting documents must be delivered to the offices of Triathlon Ireland at Unit a Glencormack Business Park, Kilmacanogue, County Wicklow at or before 5.30pm on the 1ST March 2011.
Completion of Registration and Short Listing

Following receipt of applications for registration, all registered athletes will be required to sign a Pre-Selection Athlete Contract in a form to be presented by Triathlon Ireland.
Athlete Eligibility Criteria & Pre-Selection Athlete Contract
In order to be eligible for selection, a registered athlete must;

1. Sign and return the Pre-Selection Athlete Contract before the date to be set by the Board of Triathlon Ireland; the execution of the Pre-Selection Athlete Contract does not in any way ensure an athlete of selection.  Anyone failing to submit the Pre-Selection Athlete Contract by the closing date set by the Board of Triathlon Ireland will not be entered in the selection events and will consequently not be eligible for consideration for selection.  Athletes should note that Triathlon Ireland reserves absolutely the right to nominate athletes for selection events.  It is the athlete’s personal responsibility to achieve the qualification criteria. 
2. Maintain the conditions and terms detailed in the London Selection Policy;

3. Be a currently registered Triathlon Ireland member who is eligible to represent Ireland at ITU Events in accordance with ITU Rules.

Athlete Selection Criteria.
The ITU will notify Triathlon Ireland of all qualification places gained through the ITU selection criteria for the 2012 London Olympic Games.

Triathlon Ireland Selection Policy Criteria.
1.0)  All athletes must achieve the (minimum) ITU selection criteria, which means all athletes must be ranked before the 23rd of June 2012 to be eligible to participate at the Olympic Games.

Ranking 140-ITU World Series Ranking.

Ranking 140-ITU Points Ranking List.

3-0) Selection Policy for Triathlon Ireland Athletes.
 If Triathlon Ireland athletes gain the following qualification places prior to the 31st Of May 2012.the following pre-selection criteria will be set by the triathlon Ireland selection committee.
1- Triathlon Ireland gain ONE Qualification Place by May 31st 2012 Male or Female. (Both Athletes Will Be Automatically   Pre-Selected To Represent Triathlon Ireland At The 2012 Olympic Games).
2- Triathlon Ireland gain TWO Qualification Places  by May 31st 2012 Male Or Female
 (Two athletes will be automatically pre selected to represent triathlon Ireland at the 2012 Olympic Games.
3- Triathlon Ireland gains THREE Qualification Places by May 31st 2012 Male or Female (Only the Highest Ranked Two Athletes Will Gain Pre-Selection For the 2012 Olympic Games.) 

4- Triathlon Ireland Olympic Selection Events. ( Prior to the 23rd Of June 2012)
Athletes that meet the minimum ITU selection criteria and meet all triathlon Irelands eligibility policy while also (holding a ranking of 140 ITU ranking) will be eligible for the third available place if Triathlon Ireland have qualified three places, or for the right to be the first reserve for the 2012 Olympic Games if the athlete satisfies all the eligibility criteria to compete for Ireland at the 2012 Olympic Games.
Note this is for all athletes that have not made the above pre-selection policy set by triathlon Ireland.
Athletes that have been pre-selected will only compete in the following selection race if agreed by the performance director, however all pre-selected athletes will be subject to a proof of fitness prior to the 1st Of July 2012, this will be agreed in writing with the Performance Director and Triathlon Ireland Olympic Selection Committee at the point of any athlete been selected for the Olympic games.
Discretionary changes, if the performance director decides it is important to have preselected athletes compete at the selection race and can add to a individual athletes pre-selected Olympic preparation then this will be agreed only by the performance director, if triathlon Ireland also can gain further qualification places by working as a team at the nominated selection race, the director of performance will support pre selected athletes competition at the nominated selection race.
 4-1 -Date To Be Confirmed (European Championships 2012).
4-2 One named selection race will be nominated for Triathlon Irelands Olympic       Selection Race
4-3. Selection Race European Championships 2012. (Qualification standard will be for any athlete to gain qualification they   must finish in the top 35 and be the first Irish athlete to finish at the 2012 European Championships).
4-5 all athletes who will be nominated by triathlon Ireland to represent triathlon Ireland at the 2012 Olympic Games and have satisfied all selection criteria, will be informed within 48 hrs of the selection nominated event..
4-6 Triathlon Ireland will nominate one Reserve Athlete, Men & Women; this will be announced at the same time as the Olympic Team is announced 48hrs after the nominated event.
4-7 Reserve athletes will be required to train and prepare with the Olympic Team, also the reserve athlete will be asked for a proof of fitness,(   28 days prior to the games and  14 days prior to the games, this will be mandatory requirement for all  reserve athletes or any athlete under the medical management policy). 
Proof of Fitness to Compete.

This is   a three stage protocol.

a) Phase One Mandatory fitness test sets.

b) Phase Two implemented only if any athlete is unable to train at their full capacity.

c) Phase Three implemented only if any athlete is unable to train at their full capacity.

Implementation of the following will be based on the following.
4-7a.Grounds based on Injury or illness, (supported by medical information)
4-7bGrounds Lack of form and fitness due to injury or illness once any athlete has been selected. 

 4-7c. athletes will be asked to undertake the following fitness protocol to provide evidence that they are fit to compete.

4-7d. All performance tests will be based on the times that where achieved in the qualification races (2011/2012 seasons best performances selection races) this will be agreed  by the performance director and individual athlete & coach , if there is a question over the length or accuracy of the course it will be agreed what the difference is by the performance director and the selection panel will inform the selected individual athlete on signing the agreed athlete selection policy what will  be required from all selected  athletes to prove fitness when and If required.
4-7e. from the above information.  The following performance indicators will be asked of any athlete that is required to prove fitness prior to the final selection date set by the OCI.

5-0 Athletes selected for the Olympic Games will sign an agreed (Athlete Agreement & Selection Criteria)
5-1. Athletes will be required to attend one press – conference organized by Triathlon Ireland.

5-2. Athletes will be required to attend the triathlon Ireland holding and preparation camp, all athletes will be in camp prior to moving  in to  the Olympic Village,( Performance Director to confirm dates ) prior to the competition, Venue to be confirmed.

5-3. Athletes are required to attend all Olympic orientation camps and test events prior to the Olympic Games.
2011 Orientation Camp.(2011 Pre & Post London Olympic Test Event)

        Optional attendance to orientation camp 18th July 2011. 3 weeks pre 2011 London   test event.

 Athletes wishing to appeal any selection decision must firstly inform the Performance Director within 1hr prior or post of the event of their intent to lodge any appeal, the individual athletes must then put in writing a statement that explains why they wish to appeal and why they feel this will support any selection decision.
Availability to Compete

When confirmed as selected, an athlete must confirm their availability or otherwise to attend London 2012 and all related preparation and training camps/events.
